SETUP INSTRUCTIONS
If you received Morse Tutor as an email attachment, then please first save it to your desktop, or to your hard disk.  (You can also run Morse Tutor from a floppy disk or CD.)
Simply double click on the file named Morse.exe in order to run this program. (Some computers may display the filename as just Morse).  To quit the program press Esc
USER INSTRUCTIONS

Using Morse Tutor is very straightforward.  Don’t use the mouse- all of the programs settings are controlled by the Function Keys – (F1, F2 etc).  You can use the Tutor in Pilot (default) or Radio Ham mode.  F7 swaps between these modes.  The only difference is that numbers and basic punctuation are enabled in Radio Ham mode.  (Pilots only need to know the letters!)

Here are some ideas to get you started:

Firstly, press F9 to see the whole alphabet.  Start to familiarise yourself with the letters and their code.  I found it useful to pair similar letters – for example, G is a mirror image of W, the code for R is opposite to that of K  (Press F9 to check and see what I mean!)
Secondly, listen to how each letter actually sounds.  Press a letter to hear it played.  You can vary the speed of the code (F3/F4) and change the tone (F5/F6) as you learn.

Finally, after you are starting to become familiar with the code, test yourself!  Select the number of letters you want in each test (using F1/F2) – and press space to start the test.  Write down your answers and then compare your results.  Start with a slow speed and just a couple of letters…!     

If you press F10, this will save your current settings – these will become the new default settings from then on and will be loaded next time you run the program.  

During tests you don’t normally get to see the answers until you have finished.  If you want to see the answers appear after the letter is played (I found this quite useful when practicing), then press F8 before starting the test.  This feature can be switched off again – press F8 once more.  
You can also enlarge Morse Tutor to display using the full screen at any time (press Alt+Enter).
